We are all thinking Green these days � 
here are a few simple ways you can join the 
global e�ort�  locally.

CREATE A “GREEN TEAM”�Create an 
in-house �green team� explicitly responsible 
for managing all environmental initiatives, 
and that meets quarterly.

PURCHASE CFLS�Replace incandescent 
bulbs in the o�ce with compact �uorescent 
light bulbs

WRITE AN ENERGY STAR PURCHASING 
POLICY�Establish a policy that when 
replacing or adding new equipment or 
appliances, they shall have an Energy Star 
rating.

MODIFY COMPUTER POWER SAVING 
MODE�Change the settings on all o�ce 
computers to go into sleep mode after a 
set time of non-use, discontinue the use of 
all screen savers, and/or implemement a 
�computer shut o� � education campaign.

MODIFY COPIER/PRINTER POWER 
SAVING MODE�Reduce printer/copier  
power consumption by using stand-by mode 
after 15 minutes of non-use and completely 
turn of at the end of the day.

CONSERVE PAPER�use both sides.

SAY NO TO JUNK MAIL�unsubscribe 
to all junk mail and reduce the number of 
catalogs and magazines sent to your o�ce.

THINK BEFORE YOU PRINT�Circulate 
documents electronically when possible and 
include this in your o�ce policy.

DONATE UNUSED ELECTRONICS.

GO BEYOND PAPER RECYCLING�
provide recycling bins for cell phones, 
rechargeable batteries used printer 
cartridges and alkaline batteries.
