City of Chicago Snow/Ice Removal Policy. Reminder 
to all businesses�In accordance with City of Chicago 
Municipal Code 4-4-310, snow and ice removal are 
required of business owners/licensees. 

Please shovel snow/ice from the sidewalks in front and 
adjacent of your stores/property.  If you own property 
that is currently vacant you still must comply.  City of 
Chicago �nes range from $250-$500 per day and will 
be enforced in Sauganash this winter.
